Esta conferencia internacional e interdisciplinaria explora los diversos procesos de inte-
gracién de los migrantes en las sociedades de acogida desde una perspectiva internacio-
nal comparada. Los rapidos camhios demograficos que se han producido en la uUltima dé-
cada estdn transformando las sociedades occidentales y han llevado a intensos debates
sobre las politicas de inmigracidn, en particular con respecto a las politicas de integra-
cion que deben implementarse. Durante esta conferencia de dos dias, examinaremos la
integracion de los inmigrantes siguiendo distintos enfoques. EL primer panel se centra en
la integracidn de los inmigrantes desde una perspectiva espafola, comparando su nivel
de integracion con el de la poblacién autdctona, analizando su sentido de pertenencia,
y examinando finalmente la integracién de los inmigrantes de segunda generacidn. EL
segundo panel investiga la integracion de los inmigrantes desde el enfoque de la partici-
pacion politica. Se estudiarén sus niveles de representacion politica, asi como sus formas
de movilizacién no convencional. EL tercer y dltimo panel analiza la integracidn de los in-
migrantes en el contexto estadounidense, observando cémo las politicas de inmigracidn
moldean el sentido de pertenencia de los inmigrantes, y cdmo el género y el estatus de
los inmigrantes indocumentados influyen en su integracion.

This international and interdisciplinary conference explores the various ways in which
immigrants integrate into a host society, from an international and comparative pers-
pective. The rapid demographic changes that have occurred in the last decade are trans-
forming western societies and have led to intense debates over immigration policies,
particularly regarding the types of integration policies which should be implemented.
Throughout this two-days conference, we will examine how immigrantsintegrate through
different angles. The first panel will focus on immigrant integration from a Spanish pers-
pective, by comparing their level of integration with that of the native population, looking
at their sense of belonging and finally analyzing the integration of second-generation
immigrants. The second panel will investigate immigrant integration through the lens
of their political participation. It will examine their political representation as well as
their unconventional ways of mobilization. The third and last panel will analyze immi-
grant integration from a U.S. perspective, focusing on how immigration policies shape
immigrants’ sense of belonging, and how gender and undocumented status influence
their integration.
